Rule changes – 2005 Driving Season

The Driving Events Committee has examined the general rules that apply to our Driver’s Schools and adopted the following changes for the 2005 driving season.

1) BMW CCA Membership shall be a requirement for a student to participate in a Delaware Valley Chapter Driver School. To join the BMW CCA, call 800-878-9292 or visit the BMW CCA website: www.bmwcca.org  The annual dues are $40.00. (Please ask to be assigned as a Delaware Valley Chapter Member) 




 
2) A Spec Miata or similar equipped vehicles will now be accepted to participate in a Delaware Valley Chapter Driver School, provided they have an SCCA approved full roll cage and a bolted on hard top.

 
3) The Delaware Valley Chapter has instituted a 13/13 rule, similar to BMW CCA Club Racing, for our Driver Schools.  Following a review of an incident, drivers who are determined to be responsible for an on-track accident involving damage to one or more cars are placed on probation for 13 months. The “13/13” rule stipulates that you may attend our chapter driving schools during the probation period. However, while on probation, if you have another on-track accident, or if the Event Chairman determines that your driving is reckless or contrary to our rules on or off the track, you will be immediately banned from participating in any additional Delaware Valley Chapter schools for a period of 13 months from the date of the second incident.

The Delaware Valley Chapter remains dedicated to its goal of providing educational driving events that are safe and fun to attend for all participants. Our primary focus, however, will always be placed on safety.
